Risk Management Option Analysis (RMOA) is a methodology used for identifying which risk management measure is most
suitable for addressing a potential concern with a substance and its management.

RMOA allows authorities and industry to evaluate the most efficient and effective action for controlling a substance’s
risks, before needing to resort to substitution.
